3. Bryant road gate: the board reviewed a complaint of a gate and signs placed on
Bryant Road. The road has public access and it was requested that the town
contact the landowner to ask that the gate and signs be removed. The board
instructed Lianne to send a letter requesting removal of the items from the right of
way.
