1. RSU 10 Director Report: None.
2. Road Commissioner Report: None. A Board member stated that Town Farm Road repair will continue toward Main Street. The Clerk relayed that a resident questioned why ditching material was not offered to Town Farm Road residents but was brought to a resident of Tucker Road.

It was determined that a gazebo on Map U03 Lot 4 was placed without a permit around 1995. The CEO will draft a letter to the land owner who placed the gazebo on the lot with no permit. Tabled.
