All roads have had the posted signs removed.
The bridge on Old State Route 140 could use some rip rap on each end to stabilize it for now.
Moses Young Road to the cemetery is passable. A property owner past the cemetery has done work to the road. The Adams place on the discontinued section of the road needs a new culvert but the Town is not able to change residential culverts on discontinued roads.
Ditching and the cleaning of culverts will have to wait until it dries out. 
People are asking that Tucker Road, Darrington Road, and Goding Road be smoothed out again since the rain creates pot holes.
All entrance permits have been taken care of.
There are a lot of road shoulders that need attention.
