4. The proposed amendment to the Planning Board ordinance is to remove the duty of updating the Comprehensive Plan. 
5. The proposed rescinding of the current Comprehensive Plan is due to growth zone language.
6. The Food Bank is losing funding and is need of help. It was suggested that residents make donations and to place donation jars at the election.
7. Candidates for office including Bim McNeil, Aaron Harvey, and Susan Goulet introduced themselves, made statements, and answered questions of the audience.
8. Selectman Kathleen Landry introduced herself, made a statement, and answered questions concerning the recall initiative against her.
