I	Susan called the meeting to order at 7:05pm.
II	Susan motioned to approve minutes of the May 16, 2024 Selectmen’s Meeting & Hearing and May 30, 2024 Public Hearing. Cathy second. All in favor=3.
III.	Susan motioned to approve Warrant 23 & Payroll Warrants, May 22, 2024, May 29 2024, & June 5, 2024. Cathy second. All in favor=3.
IV	Reports
1. RSU 10 Report: None.
2. Road Report	
a. Winter Salt Bid results AVCOG: 
A bid of$ 85.90 per ton was received from AVCOG/Eastern Salt
A bid of $79.90 per ton was received from State of Maine/Eastern Salt
Susan motioned to accept the winter salt bid from State of Maine on behalf of Eastern Salt in the amount of $79.90 per ton. Cathy second. All in favor=3.
3. Constable Report: It was reported that 6 warnings were handed out due to no parking passes at the beach. 
4. CEO Report: The Board reviewed the report from the CEO (attached). Complaints received today were tabled until the next meeting.
5. ACO Report: None.
6. Planning Board Report
a. Commercial use in Growth Zones: The Board of Selectmen approved changes (recommended by the planning board) to the Planning Board Bylaws to include requirements to submit an annual report to the town office each year. The Planning Board member asked whether or not the Ordinance Committee could develop a site plan review ordinance to be completed by the 2025 annual town meeting. Depending how detailed the ordinance will have to be would determine the timeframe. Perhaps the Planning Board and Ordinance Committee could work together. 
Lee motioned to allow the Planning Board to review all non-residential applications until a site plan review ordinance is approved. Cathy second. All in favor=3.
b. Comprehensive Plan: The Planning Board would like to initiate meetings of the Comprehensive Plan Review Committee. A Planning Board member stated that multiple outside resources would not be needed since it is only an update to the 2008 plan. Lee will contact AVCOG to find out if there is a limit to the amount of help they provide to towns. 
It was suggested that meetings begin after the July appointments and elections of board and committee officers since the chair of each will be a member of the review committee. 
7. Ordinance Committee: The Committee met on June 5th with three members present. The Board of Selectmen will submit a work list for the committee in July of 2024.
8. Fire Warden Report: None. A Board member was unable to reach the Fire Warden by phone recently. 
9. Treasurer Report: The Board reviewed the most recent expense report. Demo from town office repairs was discussed. Susan will contact the Archie’s to discuss disposal of the large amount of demo material.

1. Tax Abatement R13 Lot 6-B: Lee motioned to approve the tax abatement in the amount of $454.97 for R13-006-B. Susan second. All in favor=3.
2. Bulky Waste Rules/Policy: Susan motioned to accept the bulky waste policy with amendments (no tires over 20”, items are not to be placed at curbside until 2 weeks before the collection, and stickers are not refundable). Lee second. All in favor=3.
3. No Spray Ordinance/Borzelli: It was requested that work continue on the ordinance. Discussion included whether or not spraying is occurring in town at this time and whether or not the town would have to mow State roads. Meetings have been held with State representatives in the recent past.
	4. Complaint/Junkyard: Cathy will contact the property owner. 
5. Complaint/School House window: Maintenance has the replacement pane and will repair the window and post a no trespassing sign at that location.
6. Fee Schedule Hearing: Susan motioned to hold a public hearing to discuss the 2024-25 fee schedule on June 15, 2024 immediately following the annual town meeting. Cathy second. All in favor=3.
7. Oxford County Budget Commitment 2024-25: Lee motioned to approve the 2024-25 Oxford County Budget (Hartford’s share= $162,017.00). Susan second. All in favor=3.
8. Town Meeting preparations: Plans for presentations were discussed. Lianne will provide bottled water and set up for elections. Terry Hayes will moderate. Oaths of office for elected officials will be administered by the moderator at the end of the town meeting.
IX 	Appointments/Resignations: The Board will contact appointed officials to confirm that all are willing to be reappointed. A Board member stated that our attorney did not recommend appointing contractors to the road committee since it would be a huge conflict of interest. 
X	Training: None. 
XI	Review Correspondence: The Board reviewed correspondence.
XII	Susan adjourned the meeting at 9:00pm.
