I	Susan called the meeting to order at 6:35pm.

V	Reports
1. RSU 10 Report: None.
2. Road Commissioner Report: It was conveyed that the tar patching is not finished yet, culverts will be repaired on Town Farm Road next week, the Road Commissioner believes that we should put money into the town grader and continue to operate it, the Road Commissioner will bring his front loader down to the town garage to move his equipment to make room for the grader, and the Road Commissioner will attend the next Board meeting.
