I.	Cathy called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
II	All present pledged Allegiance to the Flag
III.	Aaron motioned to approve minutes of the August 19, 2025 Selectmen’s meeting. Nicholas second. All in favor=3.
IV	Cathy motioned to approve Warrant 4, Payroll Warrants August 20, 2025, and August 27, 2025 (includes FEMA reserve account expenditures). Aaron second. All in favor=3.
V	Reports
1. RSU 10 Report: Our RSU#10 Director shared that a meeting will be held in Buckfield on 9/8/25 6:30pm to review plans to move the sixth grade to the high school.
2. Road Commissioner Report: The Board reviewed the report submitted by the Road Commissioner (attached). A land owner on Hermit Lane agreed to sign a turnaround easement near the end of the road. It was stated that the Road Commissioner will ask a land owner to move a trailer that is parked in the right of way on Hermit Lane.
3. Road Committee Report: None.
5. Constable Report: The Constable stated that things have been quiet and thanked everyone for not leaving trash at the beach and not setting fires. It has been a good year.

7. ACO Report: The Board reviewed the July and August reports submitted by the ACO.

VI	Open Session:

It was suggested that this matter be discussed with the Planning Board before bringing it to the Board of Selectmen.

3. A Recreation Committee member stated that the 250 Celebration will be discussed at their meeting on 9/8/25 6:30pm and all are welcome to attend/volunteer.
4. A resident asked if any more has been heard from the proposed blasting company to be located on Davenport Road. The answer was no.
5. A resident stated that they received incorrect information from Archie’s over the phone.
6. A resident stated that Ad Hoc Planning Committee members are missing on the website.

1. Curbside Collection/Archie’s: The representative from Archie’s was not in attendance at this meeting as requested. It was stated that newly hired drivers were collecting waste today and were not sure of the route. 
Aaron motioned to send the Waste Collection contract to the Town attorney to see what legal avenues we have. Nicholas second. All in favor=3.
IX       New Business
1. Use of Town recreational field and beach 9/5/2025: Nicholas motioned to allow the Buckfield students to use the Hartford beach and ball fields at no cost and to waive the insurance requirement on 9/10/25. Cathy second. All in favor=3.
2. Use of Town Hall 10/25/25/HHS Craft Fair: Aaron motioned to allow the Hartford Heritage Society to use the Town Hall for a craft fair on 10/25/25, to waive the rental fee, and to require proof of insurance for the event. Nicholas second. All in favor=3.
3. Use of Town Hall RSU#10 Withdrawal Committee 09/04/25 6:30pm: Aaron motioned to allow the Ad Hoc Education Exploration Committee use the Town Hall on 9/4/25 6:30pm with fees and insurance requirements waived. Nicholas second. All in favor=3.
4. Use of Town Hall Recreation Committee/Hunter Safety: Aaron motioned to allow the Recreation Committee use the Town Hall on 10/15/25(4:30-8) & 10/18/25(7:30-4pm) for a Hunter Safety Course. Nicholas second. All in favor=3. 
5. Petition received to withdraw from RSU#10/Legal advice: The Town Clerk presented an order of Municipal Officers to call a referendum election and suggested, due to time limits, it be approved at this meeting. The Town Clerk requested permission to contact the Town attorney to review the order for legal reasons and if the attorney suggests revisions, then the Board could call an emergency meeting to amend the order. It is not believed that any of the three towns have contacted an attorney for legal advice. It was stated that the withdrawal from RSU#10 is not about saving money, it is about local control.
Aaron motioned to approve the Municipal Officers Order to place a question on the Ballot for a Secret Ballot Referendum Election to include the amount of $30,000.00 for related expenses. Cathy second. All in favor=3.
Cathy motioned to allow the Town Clerk to contact the Town attorney to review the above order for accuracy and to ask related questions. Aaron second. All in favor=3. 
6. Quit Claim Deed Duryea & Frevele 1996/1997: Cathy motioned to approve the Quit Claim Deed to release liens from 1996 & 1997. Nicholas second. All in favor=3.
7. Cook stoves/disposition: Aaron motioned to allow Lennie Eichman to dispose of the 2’ electric stove in the town hall at no cost. Nicholas second. All in favor=3.
Aaron motioned to offer the larger old electric stove in the Town Hall to Herbert Stevens and if he is not interested then offer it to the first interested person at no cost. Nicholas second. All in favor=3.
